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2013-2015 Technology Plan Guidance

Most local education agencies (LEAs) currently have an approved 2012 Technology Bridge Plan on file with the Minnesota Department of Education (MDE). The 2013-15 plan allows LEAs to maintain eligibility for a variety of funding programs and provides a framework for LEAs to update their technology plans to extend funding eligibility for the time period of July 1, 2012-June 30, 2015.

The 2013-15 Technology Plan may be submitted at any time until the end of the plan period. They will be reviewed as they are received, and approval letters will be issued. The 2013-15 Technology Plans and approval letters will be posted to the MDE Website (address below) as they become available.
